AGE FROM THE CHAIRPERSON

Dear Friends

It gives me great pleasure to present the Annual Report and Audited Financial Statements for
Leratong Hospice for the period 2005 - 2006, a year which also marks my first term as
Chairperson of the Leratong Board.

It was a remarkable year in many ways. On July 1 2005 we celebrated our first anniversary as a
fully operational Hospice at which point we had provided palliative care for 148 patients. On
October 8 2005 - World Hospice and Palliative Care Day we held our Annual General Meeting.
This was a very successful and heart-warming event for the Hospice which combined the
business of the AGM with a celebration of the Hospice and the large attendance included
Board members, staff, donors, friends, neighbours, patients and former patients.

The needs of our mainly HIV/AIDS patients are of paramount importance and our experience
during the year led to the evolution of a more expansive approach to palliative care, one which
encompasses helping our patients cope with all consequences of their illness. Thus we
provided access to a range of professional support that included counselling, physiotherapy,
occupational therapy and social services.

An extension of this vision was the establishment of the Leratong Support Group. The Support
Group, which grew from strength to strength, enabled us to assist those terminally ill patients
who have benefited from Hospice care, cope with on-going symptom and medication
management and thus live as fully as possible.

It was rewarding to note the development of the organisation led by our dedicated Director and
Matron and to see our staff grow together as a team for the benefit of our patients. Our
increasing maturity was reflected in the development of a long-term strategy to ensure the
sustainability of the hospice and the commitment expressed by the Board and staff to attain
full hospice accreditation by the Council for Health Service Accreditation of South Africa
during 2007.

Our heartfelt gratitude is once again extended to all our donors and friends. Without your
support the work of Leratong would not be possible. A special thank you is extended to all our
friends in Ireland who have individually and in groups contributed so much financial support
to the hospice. We will always strive to justify your trust in us by ensuring that the hospice is at
all times a responsibly governed, well managed safe haven for the terminally ill.

I wish to take this opportunity to acknowledge the contribution made to the establishment and
development of the Hospice.by three people who have been special friends of Leratong since
the beginning. Nicole Mc Hugh, Fr. Ignatius CP and Francois Dronnet helped lighten the
burden on many occasions and in many situations.

7 YEAR IN REVIEW

Introduction

With the commitment of our dedicated staff and the support of our community of friends both
in South Africa and abroad, Leratong can look back on the past year with gratitude, humility,
and some pride:

o We were grateful for the support expressed in so many ways by our growing community of
friends

o We were humbled by our interactions with our patients and we were constantly reminded
of the real need for the care and love that Leratong strives to provide

e Weare proud that we became an organisation that is recognised for the quality of our patient
care and for our professional approach to the business and administrative aspects of running
ahospice

We fulfilled our mission through providing holistic palliative care for over 300 terminally ill
patients, the vast majority of whom were young men and women infected with HIV/AIDS
and related opportunistic infections. Our experience during the year led us to expand our
concept of palliative care beyond the commonly accepted view to meet the needs of our
patients.

While all our patients were terminally ill their needs
frequently extended beyond pain alleviation and
symptom control. We helped our patients cope with their
associated psychological and social problems and
concerns through ensuring access to a range of |-
professional support that included counselling,
physiotherapy, occupational therapy and social services.
Leratong truly became the family for those with none by
helping our patients live as fully as possible.

A key component of this innovative approach to palliative care was the formation of the
Leratong Support Group which provided support to patients who, following proper care at the
Hospice, were in a position to be discharged. The caring environment and the practical advice
available through the Support Group enabled our terminally ill patients to lead a full life for as
long as possible.

The quality care and support given to all our patients was underpinned by good governance of
the Hospice and this is reflected in the Audited Statements for the year ending Feb 2006 which
are part of this report.
